The "Silent Period™

It is not uncommon for children who are in this phase
of development to refrain from speaking. This stage
is sometimes referred 1o as the “silent period™ (1).
During this silent period, chikiren are listening,
observing and accumulating knowledge of the
English language. It i important to note that this
silent period can last anywhere from a few weeks to
a few months. Chidren will begin to speak
English when they are ready.
