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The school year is almost over and the team from the Direction des programmes and the Direction de l’évaluation, as well as LEARN and the Career Development Network wants to let you know what was accomplished this year and what activities are planned for 2011-2012.

1. POP Index — Reminder 

The POP Index [www.repertoireppo.qc.ca/en/] is aimed at students in the POP program and was developed to work within the program’s pedagogical context. This online catalogue makes it easy, not only to search for and share digital teaching tools but also to explore occupational or training sector sites and try out actual situations. Research tools for students in the Exploration of Vocational Training and Entrepreneurship programs are also available through this Index.  

2. Phase 4 tool kits for the Personal Orientation Project (POP) program
Over this past year work on phase 4 tool kits has progressed. The new versions will be available in the fall of 2011 on the POP Index site [http://www.repertoireppo.qc.ca/en/]. Following discussions with the Career Development Network, support will be provided to the school boards to facilitate the ordering of materials for tool kits from this new phase and all previous phases, along with the ordering of perishable materials. A letter will be sent out in the fall outlining the support being offered.

3. Phase 4 tool kit materials and perishable materials for the Personal Orientation Project (POP) program
Eleven new tool kits are currently being completed for phase 4 tool kits. The budget allocation for the purchase of the materials can be found in the document Mise à niveau des locaux pour les cours du deuxième cycle du secondaire pour répondre aux besoins liés au renouveau pédagogique 11 mai 2006.

The perishable material in the kits can be renewed using the budget of $2 per student, allocated to the school boards since the 2008-2009 school year.

For example, for Photography, the Adobe Photoshop Elements software package must be installed on the classroom computers. This information was shared at a May meeting of the local RÉCIT animators. 

5. Training on the Frameworks for the Evaluation of Learning
As announced in September, http://www.mels.gouv.qc.ca/sections/publications/publications/BSM/TableauDeBord_2011-05-20_f.pdf ), supraregional training sessions on the evaluation frameworks for the Personal Orientation Project, Exploration of Vocational Training, Entrepreneurship and Integrative Project programs were held during winter 2011 for resource persons responsible for the training and support of staff teaching in these programs.

This training [www.projetintegrateur.qc.ca/accompagnateurs] was intended to encourage participants to become familiar with the evaluation frameworks by reflecting on their application to teaching practices within a planned learning and evaluation continuum.
