Month in February, but throughout the year as well. A prime example of
historical resources available to increase knowledge and awareness of the
Black contributions to the history of Quebec is the ABCs of Canadian Black
History Kit, which will be presented to the audience by its creator.

THE HONOURABLE MARLENE JENNINGS, who became President of the Quebec Community Groups
Network in November 2020, is a retired lawyer and former Member of Parliament. She is a valued
contributor to Quebec’s English-speaking community on a wide range of issues ranging from
education to health and access to justice. In 2015, Marlene chaired the Elections Systems Study
Panel which handed down recommendations that aimed to protect the constitutional rights of
English-speaking Quebecers and the integrity of our educational institutions.
