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One suggestion I have for the writer of this article to consider is:

Criteria for writing an Article: yes some no

1. The headline/title is interesting and attention grabbing.
2. The headline/title tells what the article is about.
3. The lead (first paragraph or sentence) introduces the topic 

who, what, where and when.
4. The body gives the reader information about why and how.
5. The conclusion provides a summary of the topic.
6. The picture and caption are interesting and help the reader 

to understand the article.
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
