Evaluation as a means of following your child’s development

In order for you to follow your child’s progress and provide him with the support that he/she needs, the school uses different means to track and inform you on your child’s progression of learning.

Evaluation is an integrated part of the teaching/learning process and is used for pedagogical interventions.  In preschool, evaluation is an ongoing process and occurs during the everyday daily routine and activities of classroom life. Observation is the favoured means for evaluation and focuses on your child’s attitudes, behaviours, processes, strategies and productions. Your child learns to take part in self evaluation practices which enable him/her to begin to recognise his/her strengths, limits, challenges and accomplishments.

In order to inform you on your child’s competency development, the school will periodically provide you with different forms of communication.  You will receive one written communication and three report cards. You may receive one other form of communication, like a student portfolio for example, which documents your child’s strengths, challenges and accomplishments over time.

It is important to note that evaluation does not merely serve to situate where your child is in relationship to the programs’ expected outcomes. It is more importantly used to better support your child in his/her overall development.
