	Summary of the learning and evaluation situation

The teacher divides the students into mixed teams. Each team plans strategies and applies them in a group activity in a common space. They apply the rules of ethics agreed upon. They communicate effectively about the game in a way that is adapted to their team. At different times they form small groups to reflect on certain aspects of their process. During games, they apply the strategies they planned. They do a self-evaluation after the teacher makes his or her observations.
