	Summary of the learning and evaluation situation

The teacher divides the students into mixed teams. Each team plans offence and defence strategies and applies them in a group activity in a common space. They apply the rules of ethics that have been agreed upon. They communicate effectively about the game in a way that is adapted to their team. They adjust their movements and actions after discussing them with their teammates. During games, they apply the strategies they planned. They do a self-evaluation after the teacher makes his or her observations.

	Period 1

Presentation of the challenge

Explain that the students will be working in teams to develop kinball strategies as follows: “You will be placed in mixed teams of four and will stay in the same team for the entire learning situation, which will last at least seven periods. Using the team document, you will identify offence and defence strategies. Your method of communication with your teammates is extremely important in applying your strategies. You will apply the rules of ethics chosen by the class. At different times, you will evaluate your teammates’ ability to help plan strategies. As a team, you will identify the strengths and weaknesses of your plan and determine how to adjust it in order to improve your strategies, based on those of your opponents.”
