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PRESENTATION OF THE SITUATION
This learning and evaluation situation is designed to allow students to become aware that there are different ways of understanding the social order and reacting to it. Students will draw on cases involving obeying and disobeying the law with reference to Internet use, music downloading, and issues of copyright in general. This will help them reflect on the reasons behind having laws and social order.  They will also consider the values that can lead people to reaffirm or call into question laws or the social order. 
WHAT IS EXPECTED OF STUDENTS 
A short analysis of a case involving issues of copyright and the options available to the individuals or groups involved as well as the possible impact on the social order.

SUGGESTED LEARNING CONTEXT
Lisa just turned fourteen and for her birthday, her grandparents sent her a $50 cheque. She is excited and wants to go out and buy her favourite band’s new CD; she asks her eighteen-year-old brother Normand, if he can drive her to the mall. He asks her why she wants to spend her money uselessly when he can download the CD off the internet for her. Lisa tells him that she read somewhere that it was illegal to do so because artists tend to lose money if people do not buy their records. He says it should not be illegal since artists make so much money from their concerts.  Anyway, he adds, who is going to find out?   Lisa is not sure about this and says she will have to ask their parents. Normand tells her to save her breath: their dad downloads his favourite movies off the Net free all the time. She thinks to herself, “If my parents and brother download stuff off the Internet then it must be okay. After all, they are adults. In addition, many of my friends say they get free music off the Internet. Therefore, if everyone does it, then it must be okay, even if it is illegal, right. And besides, how is my one little download going to hurt anyone?”

· Inform students that they will be asked to prepare a media presentation of options with regards to a case or situation 
involving Internet downloading or copyright issues. 
· Read and discuss the scenario as presented in the learning context. 
· The teacher may wish to use the questions found in Worksheet 1- Reflection on the Situation as a guide for the class discussion.

· Ask students to reflect on some of the issues, tensions, and conflicting values present in the different points of view (Worksheet 1- Reflection on the Situation).

· Encourage students to listen attentively to others’ presentations and to ask questions to identify references, examine judgments, reasoning, and possible effects of proposed options.

Background Notes on Social Order (page 1) 



teacher tool 1 

These notes are offered as background information in order to guide teachers in the presentation of the concept of social order. A definition is provided that can be used with students and a brief overview of some of the main theories on social order are presented. Students will benefit from an explanation of these ideas in order for them to have a better understanding of the concept of social order when they are evaluating options or possible actions in the LES. They may be photocopied for students or displayed on an overhead should you so wish. 

WHAT is social order? 

The Merriam-Webster Dictionary defines order as “the state of peace, freedom from confused or unruly behavior, and respect for law or proper authority.” Social is defined as “of or relating to human society, the interaction of the individual and the group, or the welfare of human beings as members of society.”
From this, social order can then be defined as the state of order in a society. Sociologists have been concerned with understanding how social order is maintained. 

Theories on HOW social order is maintained: 

Sociologists have long posed questions on the ability of societies to maintain order and function as viable systems. These questions include:

· How does society maintain order? ● How does society stay together and function cohesively? ● How are individual rights and freedoms maintained in a diverse society? ● How are individual needs reconciled to group needs? ● Why do people follow rules? 
Authors Michael Hechter and Christine Horne (2003), contend that there are two concepts necessary for social order to be maintained: predictability and cooperation. 

· Predictability is needed in order to alleviate fears of uncertainty. For example, if most of the people in a society come to expect that everyone should stop at a red light, the fear of collision is averted. 

· Cooperation is needed to avoid chaos and criminal activity. For example, if most people cooperate with the state and pay their taxes everyone benefits. 

Social order can be achieved via meaning; values and norms; power and authority; spontaneous order; and groups and networks (Hechter and Horne, 2003). 
Social Order Via Meaning (common knowledge): 

· Émile Durkheim posited that for social order to exist a society needed a set of common understandings and beliefs as well as a common method of communication (i.e. language). These shared concepts emerged from social interactions amongst individuals in a society. Society imposes its own sanctions and reinforcements to get people to cooperate. 

Ex. If someone does not comply with an established belief (that you should not commit murder), he/she is ostracized from the society and considered a social outcast and a criminal. 
· George Herbert Mead drew analogies between societies and games. Individual members of society are like the players on a sports team—each is guided by the actions and moves of the other players in order to play the game properly. Individuals in society are guided by how others act and react to social situations. 

Ex. Children learn not to run into the street by seeing others wait for a light or by being taught by their parents. 
Background Notes on Social Order (page 2) 
Social Order Via Values and Norms

· Values and norms can regulate how people act. For social order to be maintained there must be some shared values and norms among members of a society that are internalized by its members. 

Ex. If people in a society value honesty, then there will be laws protecting them against fraud. 

Social Order Via Power and Authority 

· Thomas Hobbes (in The Leviathan) wrote that the only way to maintain social order was to have a powerful state authority because people’s desires had to be curbed in order for everyone to benefit.  

Ex. If there were no regulation for stealing, some people would become greedy leaving nothing for others. 
· Friedrich Engels wrote that the State was necessary in order to control the conflict between the dominant class and the working classes. 

Ex. The rich owners of capital would take advantage of their workers if there were no laws against it. 

· Max Weber wrote that social order could only exist when people believe in the legitimacy of those in power and in the fairness of the laws.

Ex. People will abide by the rules if they believe they are fair and if they believe that the people who made 
them are respectable and knowledgeable. (NB. This is an interesting theory to use with music piracy and teens’ perception of fairness). 

Social Order Via Spontaneous Order

· Friedrich Hayek wrote that sometimes social order is not imposed but is achieved in an unplanned way. Some rules have developed on their own without state intervention. In families, corporations, markets, churches etc. rules of conduct exist that everyone is familiar with and do not have to be enforced by law because they are enforced by habit and tradition. 

Ex. The Internet has a somewhat accepted code of conduct (not everyone follows) that you don’t hack in to 
others’ files. 

Social Order Via Groups and Networks

· Alexis De Tocqueville wrote that voluntary associations in small groups and networks help to maintain social order. When people are part of a club, association, union, organization, etc. they are compelled to behave in pro-social ways through pressure from the group or network because they want to remain a member and not bring undue attention to the group from outside forces. 

Ex. Gangs will exert undue influence on their members to stay in tow or be expelled from the group.
