In order to finish a school project, Lily asked her cousins the following question: “Can you name a person whose actions respect human dignity and contribute to community life?”





Her cousin Manuel answered:


“In my opinion, Nancy fits that description.  She is an energetic person who wants to make a difference.  When she was younger, her family didn’t have the money for her to participate in afterschool activities. She regretted not having the same opportunities as her friends.  Today she has started an enterprise that allows handicapped and underprivileged children to participate in all kinds of sports, artistic or scientific activities after school.  Now these kids can make friends and discover talents they never knew they had.  This was not an easy job for Nancy: she had a hard time getting people to listen to her and had to overcome a lot of obstacles to get this project off the ground.  As I said, Nancy is really an inspiring person and a good role model.  I would love to be like her and try to make the world a better place, but I’m too shy.”





Her cousin Nancy responded:


“For me, the person I admire most is Manuel. On top of working at the bookstore, he volunteers at the senior’s home next door. He’s handy with tools, and he puts his talent to good use: he renovates and repairs anything that needs it, in the residents’ private apartments and in the common rooms. I know that the seniors love him a lot because he’s so gentle and caring with them. I would love to be like Manuel and take the time to care for the people around me.”
