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Section 1: Presentation of the Learning and Evaluation Situation
The Colours of Diversity: A Student Exhibit

Aim

Students are encouraged to become aware of how religious heritage is present in their environment and to make simple connections between the forms of religious expression studied and the religious traditions to which they refer. 

Simulation Activity

Marie's aunt is the director of a regional museum of history. She is preparing an exhibit about different religious traditions in the region. Marie and her aunt walk through the neighbourhood and photograph the different forms of religious expression that they see. Marie is enthusiastic about this project and about what she has discovered. She hopes to help her aunt prepare the exhibit and share her discoveries with the museum's visitors. Do you know what a museum director does? Would you know how to do what Marie is doing and organize an exhibit on forms of religious expression from the past and present in your region?

Work Expected of Students

Possible Student Tasks


Have students brainstorm to find different forms of religious expression in their environment. Have them write their ideas in their Project Booklet.
Have students plan the exhibit in teams by consulting relevant resources to find out how to proceed.

Have students name forms of religious expression present in their environment and locate them on a map of the region.

Using an image bank representing forms of religious expression from various religious traditions present in the students’ environment, students describe two forms of religious expression and make connections between their social and cultural environment, and discuss their meaning for followers of these religious traditions.

Students create the exhibit with teammates. They write a text briefly describing the forms of religious expression selected for the exhibit, their meaning, their uses and any practices associated with them.
Each student interviews a member of another team about the forms of religious expression he or she has explored. Each student answers questions from a member of another team about his or her own exhibit.

Students review their work process by looking at their Project Booklet. They express what they have learned or discovered about the subject.

Preparation phase (45 minutes)
